El Niño
The term El Ni–o (Spanish for "the
boy") refers to a warm ocean current
that typically appears around
Christmas-time and lasts for several
months, sometimes persisting into
May or June. El Ni–o typically occurs
every seven to fourteen years.

With El Nino, October through March
tends to be wetter than usual from
southern California eastward across
Arizona, southern Nevada and Utah, New
Mexico, and into Texas. There are more
rainy days, and there is more rain per
rainy day. El Nino winters can be two to
three times wetter than La Nina winters
in this region.

La Niña
In contrast to El Ni–o, La Ni–a (female
child) refers to an anomaly of unusually
cold sea surface temperatures found in
the eastern tropical Pacific. La Ni–a
occurs roughly half as often as El Ni–o.

La Ni–as occurred in 1904, 1908, 1910,
1916, 1924, 1928, 1938, 1950, 1955,
1964, 1970, 1973, 1975, 1988, 1995É

Since 1975, La Ni–as have been only half
as frequent as El Ni–os. La Ni–a
conditions typically last approximately 9-
12 months. Some episodes may persist
for as long as two years.
